VOCABULARY:

Factor - A number that is multiplied by another to get a product

· Example: Factors of 8 are 1, 2, 4, 8

· Factor Pairs
· Example: The factor pairs for 10 are 1x10 and 2x5.
Multiple - The product of a given whole number and any other whole number
· Example: Skip counting: The multiples of 4 are 4, 8, 12, 16, 20, etc.
Concepts:

Multiplication - 3 digit x 2 digit 

· Example: 452 x 25
· Problem solving multiplication situations

· Example: There are 452 students in the fifth grade. Each student needs to read 25 books. How books will they read in all?
Division - with and without remainders up to 3 digit divided by 2 digit.
· Problem solving division situations

· Example 1: There are 67 candy bars and 22 students. Each student gets the same number of candy bars. How many candy bars will each student get?
· Example 2: There are 22 players on a team traveling to an away game. Each van holds 10 passengers. How many vans will they need to take to get everyone to the game?
Order of Operation- When solving an equation remember to follow the order of operation

1. Parenthesis (  ), Brackets [  ] or braces {  }

2. Multiplication or Division (if there are both, work from left to right)

3. Addition or Subtraction (if there are both, work from left to right)

Writing Expressions- write an expression that fits the clue given
Example:    3 times the sum of 2 and 8

Answer      3 x (2 + 8) 

Remember that an expression is different than an equation.  In an expression you are not solving and therefore do not need the equal sign.
